Smartphones and tablets are convenient, but...

The GigaSchool initiative has been developed ahead of schedule by Corona Damages. One tablet per
person is also an environment that was unimaginable a long time ago. Thanks to this, we will continue
to try various innovations in the Corona disaster to help children acquire the skills they need to
live in the future.

On the other hand, there have also been troubles caused by the transmission of information.
Intercommunication services such as LINE and Facebook (the company name has recently changed) are
convenient services that allow anyone to easily exchange information. However, in reality, minors
have become victims of sex crimes, bullying, extortion, and fraud. Moreover, once videos and images
are posted on the Internet, they can easily spread and become undeletable if no restrictions are placed
on them.

In order to protect your precious children from such damage, there are filtering, usage restriction,
and browsing restriction functions. At our school, when we publish research lessons on the network,
we limit the number of users and restrict their permissions.

Families can help prevent damage by reviewing the rules of safe network use with their children
and consulting with their provider about filtering. Let’ s work together at school and at home to protect
our precious children and their future from Internet damage.
