Reference 3 ) Basic terms and conditions for the use (lending) of smartphones between parents and
children
When a parent or guardian lends a smartphone to a child, the parent or guardian must sign a basic
agreement with the child, which is as follows
1) The parent or guardian must be the owner of the phone.
2) The parent or guardian must pay for the purchase and maintenance of the phone.
3) Parents/guardians are responsible for the procedures related to Internet access.
4) Parents/guardians should lock the phone and keep a record of the password to unlock the phone,
the email address used by the child, and the ID and password for SNf pre—purchase.
5) Parents have the right to check the status of their child s smartphone at any time if the provisions
in 4 ) are met.
6) If a parent or guardian judges that a child s use of a smartphone is inappropriate, the parent
or guardian should unilaterally prohibit the child from using the smartphone and reaffirm the agreement
with the child about smartphone use.
The following is a Japanese translation of 18 Promises from Mother to Child”, a correct promise made
by a mother in the U.S. to her child when she gave her child an iPho2e. 18 promises that must be made
are the depth of the problem with smartphones. The problem with smartphones is that we have to make
18 promises.
18 Promises of the iPhone from Mother to Child” (summary)
(1) This is my mother’s iPholle.
(2) Report your iPhone password to your mother.
(3) This is a phone. Always answer your mom or dad s phone.
(4) 7:30 p.m. on school days, 9:00 p.m. on weekends. And give the iPholle to Baba or Mom until 7:30am
the next morning.
5) Do not take it to school, but if there are special circumstances, I will consult with you.
®If you break the device because of your own fault, you are responsible for the repair cost.

(D Don’ t hurt others by using iPholle.
Don’ t use your iPhone to say things you can’ t say to someone face—to—face.
Do not use your iPhone to say things that you cannot say in front of your friend s parents.
(10) Do not use adult websites or pornography.
(@D Turn off your iPhone or put it on silent mode in public places.
(10) Do not send or receive photos of your private parts to others.
(10) Don’ t take pictures or videos unnecessarily.
(10) Sometimes leave your iPohne at home and go out.
(@ODownload your own music that is different from what everyone else is listening to.
10) Play word games and puzzle games from time to time.
(10) Don’ t just rely on Google searches, look at the world around you with your own eyes.
(10) If you break this promise, your mother will take away your iPhone. (10) If you break this promise,
your mother will take away your iPhone and ask you what went wrong. Let’ s think about it together
and start all over again.
