A dental checkup was held.
Yesterday, Dr. Yoshida of Nishimachi Dental Hospital visited the school and checked.the children’ s
dental health. We were pleased to hear that the results of the checkup were generally favorable.

The school has been working on fluoride rinses in recent years, and the results have been positive.
Many of the newer toothpastes contain fluoride, which they say can help prevent tooth decay if used
properly. However, even fluoridated toothpaste seems to be less likely to coat the surface of your
teeth if you don’ t leave it in your mouth for at least two minutes. At home, taking some time to brush
your teeth after breakfast and before bed can help prevent cavities and gingivitis. Also, for younger
children, it is better to have a parent or guardian finish brushing the teeth. We believe that a
cavity—free tooth is a wonderful asset that can be left to your child, so we ask that you also make
a commitment to cavity prevention at home. We will be distributing the results of the checkups through
your children, so if your child needs treatment, please visit the dentist as soon as possible to make
sure they are treated as soon as possible.
